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he Henry Whipple House was built in 1904
for Mr. Henry Chandler Whipple, President
of the Dodge-Davis Woolen Mills and a well-

respected businessman in Bristol during the late 1800s
and early 1900s. Today’s Whipple House is one of but a
few New England Queen Anne-style homes that retains
its original structure from a century ago; it is listed on
the New Hampshire State Register of Historic Places.
The house is typical of the Victorian era in its architec-
ture, oak woodwork, hardwood boors, chandeliers,
bronze creplaces and stained glass. It is the hope of the
Whipple House’s owners that the charm and hospitality
of this era are rebected in your stay.

The Main House rooms and Carriage House suites
have been decorated and furnished in the Victorian style
with many antiques. Available on a year-round basis, all
of the rooms have private bathrooms, air conditioning,
and cable television. Two have working creplaces.

Just two miles away lies Newfound Lake, a pristine
jewel with several sandy beaches, including a state park,
where you can enjoy water sports and cshing. The near-
by Pemigewasset River also provides excellent cshing.

For those of you who like to hike, nearby are Cardigan
Mountain Park, the White Mountain National Forest
and Appalachian Trial. Other outdoor activities include
biking, rock climbing, enjoying the beautiful fall colors,

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and shopping at the abundance of antique stores and
local craft stores, not to mention the Tilton outlet stores
just cfteen minutes away. For winter sports we are only
cfteen minutes from the Ragged Mountain and Tenney
Mountain ski resorts, and about forty minutes from the
Gunstock and Cannon Mountain Ski Areas.

We use locally grown produce
and the highest-quality meat products. Breakfast is not
provided for guests of the Carriage House Self-Catering Suites.
